	Key Question Week 4:  Who has broken the chair?

	Key Text for Linked Learning: Goldilocks and the Three Bears
We are off into the woods this week to hear a story all about a little girl who went into a house that belonged to 3 porridge-loving bears! Do you know which 3 bears we are talking about? 

The children will arrive into class to a crime scene. What has happened here? An empty porridge bowl, A broken chair and is that somebody asleep in the baby bed. Children will get to work investigating what has happened. They will be applying their phonics skills to write what they can see. Children will be talking about whether Goldilocks did the right thing. Should we go into people’s houses? What should we do if we break someone’s belongings? 

	PSED: The children will be encouraged to talk account what others are saying.

	Communication and Language: 
They will develop their speaking and listening skills through the investigation of a crime scene – broken chair – what might have happened? Children will be encouraged to ask questions. 

	Physical Development: In Physical Development this week, the children will begin to work on their catching skills using large balls to start with. They will be working on their fine motor skills with scissors to cut and tweezers to sort coloured pasta.  

	Literacy: 

In phonics this week, the children will be learning the consonant digraph ng and the vowel digraphs ai and ee. The children will be learning to read and write the tricky words was and they. 

In writing, the children will be working together to create a class book of Goldilocks and the Three Bears. They will be supported and encouraged to write a sentence about an illustration from the story. 

	Mathematics: In Number, the children will be recapping their numbers to 10. They will be working on ordering these from zero and saying what is one more and one less than a given number to 10.  

In Shape, Space and Measure, the children will be using everyday language related to time. They will be discussing the different times in the day e.g. morning, afternoon, evening, lunchtime. They will be encouraged to sort things that they do in the morning and things they do in the evening. 

	Understanding of the World: 

Children will be learning about materials this week. They will explore things that are soft and hard. Children will be going on a treasure hunt around the classroom to find something for Goldilocks to use as a cushion. 

	Expressive Arts and Design: 

Children will be encouraged to think imaginative in their role-play this week to create props out of junk modelling.   

	Vocabulary: 

The children will be exposed to this vocabulary this week. They will learn the meaning of these words too.
