	Key Question Week 3: How do I get to the top of the pyramid?

	Key Text for Linked Learning: Horrible histories- The Awesome Egyptians.

	Linked Learning: English, History, DT and RE

	This week, the children will be continuing their Egyptian topic by focusing on the pyramids. They will look at the structure of the pyramids and will explore what lies beneath them. Children will also learn about the mummification and burial process Egyptians carried out in the tombs. Following on from their learning about pulleys, children will design their own pulley system to drag bricks to the top of a tower, just like they would have used in Ancient Egypt to build the pyramids. During the week, in RE, children will also study the different Gods and Goddesses that the Egyptians worshipped and learn how and why they worshipped them comparing this to the worship of different religions (signs and symbols). In English, children will be creating their own non-chronological report on Tutankhamun and Cleopatra embedding the language features and layout features from their work from last week. To write this, the children will look at adding extra clauses, interesting sentence openers and a range of exciting and technical vocabulary. 

	Maths: The children will be looking at written addition and mental subtraction. They will add two 3-digit numbers using expanded addition including additions that give a 10 in the 1s column and will then move onto 100 in the 10s column. They will then move onto subtracting, using counting up on the empty number line, and then use addition to check the answer.

	Science: This week children will continue their work on forces and will be introduced to the word, ‘friction.’ They will investigate a variety of materials on differing surfaces. Children will have lots of opportunities to explore which surfaces cause more friction than others and they will be able to discuss reasons for this. Children will plan and conduct an investigation to compare the amount of force needed to move a toy vehicle on different surfaces making choices about whether to measure push or pull and how to keep it fair.

	History: See above

	Geography: Children will locate Egypt in relation to the UK and Europe (revisiting countries).

	Computing: Children will send their algorithm on email, attaching it as a file. 

	Music: This week the children will be introduced to the term tempo using the two different examples of music from last week. Children will be also introduced to the words allegro, lento and moderato. Children will continue to learn recorders. ( To be taught at a later date)

	Art: Children will create scales of colour by mixing yellow with white or brown paint. 

	Design Technology: See above

	PDW / R.E: See above

	P.E: This week in P.E. children will be running for distance. They will develop an awareness of speed and pace and develop their fluency in running and walking activities. 

	MFL: In French, children will learn how to greet others and state how they are feeling in short exchanges.

There were more than 2000 gods in ancient
Egupt. Most took human form but some had
the heads of animals. Here s a selection of
the more important gods that Egyptians
would have worshipped.

1. Ra: Ra was god of the Sun and the lord of
the gods. He is shown to have the body of o
human and the head of a falcon. Above his
head sits @ sun disc with a sacred cobra
twisted round it It s said that Ra sailed the
heavens in a bot called ‘Bargue of Millions
of Years' At the end of every day many
thought Ra had died as he sailed through the
night in the Underworld leaving the Moo to
light the night sky until he was born again
at dawn,

2 Amun Amun wes an important_god
because i s said that he created al things.
Hawever, there are nat many sories or
pictures of Him as he was nvisible. Many of
the pictures of im comefrom when e mixes
with another god like Ra, when he becomes
Amun-Ra.
